Sticky Note
The mean score is calculated by adding up the individual candidate scores and dividing by the total number of candidates. If all candidates perform well on a particular item, the mean score will be close to the maximum mark. Conversely, if candidates as a whole perform poorly on the item there will be a large difference between the mean score and the maximum mark. A simple comparison of the mean marks will identify those items that contribute significantly to the overall performance of the candidates.
However, because the maximum mark may not be the same for each item, a comparison of the means provides only a partial indication of candidate performance. Equal means does not necessarily imply equal performance. For questions with different maximum marks, the facility factor should be used to compare performance.


Sticky Note
The standard deviation measures the spread of the data about the mean score. The larger the standard deviation is, the more dispersed (or less consistent) the candidate performances are for that item. An increase in the standard deviation points to increased diversity amongst candidates, or to a more discriminating paper, as the marks are more dispersed about the centre. By contrast a decrease in the standard deviation would suggest more homogeneity amongst the candidates, or a less discriminating paper, as candidate marks are more clustered about the centre.

Sticky Note
The facility factor for an item expresses the mean mark as a percentage of the maximum mark (Max. Mark) and is a measure of the accessibility of the item. If the mean mark obtained by candidates is close to the maximum mark, the facility factor will be close to 100 per cent and the item would be considered to be very accessible. If on the other hand the mean mark is low when compared with the maximum score, the facility factor will be small and the item considered less accessible to candidates.


Sticky Note
For each item the table shows the number (N) and percentage of candidates who attempted the question. When comparing items on this measure it is important to consider the order in which the items appear on the paper. If the total time available for a paper is limited, there is the possibility of some candidates running out of time. This may result in those items towards the end of the paper having a deflated figure on this measure. If the time allocated to the paper is not considered to be a significant factor, a low percentage may indicate issues of accessibility. Where candidates have a choice of question the statistics evidence candidate preferences, but will also be influenced by the teaching policy within centres.

Sticky Note
Straight into the debate, without longwinded preamble about who made the film and why. Candidate’s viewpoint clear from the start: what they have in common is the notion of equality and socialism: direct answer.
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Sticky Note
Details on Jule’s and Jan/Peter’s aims and methods – similarities and differences.

Sticky Note
Where in the essay? Reference to ‘defects’ in their relationship, not carried through as promised.
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Sticky Note
Similar attitudes of young people now and in the 60s – relevant detail supporting argument of unity.


Sticky Note
Jan/Peter’s methods more successful – the view of the fictitious ‘manche Leute’ a popular ploy to introduce another viewpoint,  not debated and further. Remains a loose end.
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Sticky Note
Unclear: Wrong word.  Verziehung = Verzeihung?  The concept of forgiveness does not make much sense here without further discussion.

Sudden change of tack, contrast to #4.

Both these points need further explanation
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Sticky Note
Although this reads very well and has a logical progression with good detail and references to the film, it misses the point of the question, i.e. the developing relationships between the three. Instead, this is about the political aims and methods of the three protagonists (similarities and emerging differences), and it leaves out the aspect of development, whether political, social or personal.

As the plan indicates, the candidate focused immediately on “ähnlich und verschieden” and set about exploring how similar the political views of these young people were, overlooking the second part of the question that suggested a different and more personal focus – an unfortunate misinterpretation. Candidates must make sure to read the whole question and reflect on it before putting pen to paper.

The conclusion tries to amalgamate the disparate notions of initial (political) similarities and their later application in ‘real life’ – whatever that means, presumably their personal lives. That does not gel, and the overall success is therefore limited.
