This paragraph retells Larry's actions in the war but still focuses on how change has affected other characters.

15-20 marks Answers will be rooted in a sound knowledge of the play in
support of the discussion of the chosen character, with sensible
reasons for choosing that character. At the top of this mark
range answers will be thorough and thoughtful. There will be
some awareness of contextual features, although this may still be
relatively implicit.

10-14 marks Answers will be dependent on fairly simple narrative but there will
be emerging discussion of Eric from 12 upwards, with some
awareness of his attitudes and contributions to Eva’s death, with,
perhaps, some empathy, at 13/14.

15-20 marks  Answers will be considered, rooted in a sound knowledge
of the text, and Eric’s actions will be addressed with some
success. There should be an increasing awareness and
understanding of the context of the early 20th century.

These three sentences show a solid technique for this task. The first sentence makes an assertion about the relationship between the characters at this point. The second sentence provides support from the extract for this assertion. The third shows some  insight by developing this point to show further understanding and probing the subtext.

Curiosity may not have been the strongest word to choose here- others might have said outrage or something similar- but there is detailed reference here and demonstration of clear understanding.

The word curious reappears and there is an attempt at inference but this last section is not as clear.

This is a Band Four response as there is detailed reference in a fairly sustained manner and a clear understanding shown of what is happening here relayed to a direct answer to the question with a focus on the audience. 9 marks.
