Sticky Note
The mean score is calculated by adding up the individual candidate scores and dividing by the total number of candidates. If all candidates perform well on a particular item, the mean score will be close to the maximum mark. Conversely, if candidates as a whole perform poorly on the item there will be a large difference between the mean score and the maximum mark. A simple comparison of the mean marks will identify those items that contribute significantly to the overall performance of the candidates.
However, because the maximum mark may not be the same for each item, a comparison of the means provides only a partial indication of candidate performance. Equal means does not necessarily imply equal performance. For questions with different maximum marks, the facility factor should be used to compare performance.


Sticky Note
The standard deviation measures the spread of the data about the mean score. The larger the standard deviation is, the more dispersed (or less consistent) the candidate performances are for that item. An increase in the standard deviation points to increased diversity amongst candidates, or to a more discriminating paper, as the marks are more dispersed about the centre. By contrast a decrease in the standard deviation would suggest more homogeneity amongst the candidates, or a less discriminating paper, as candidate marks are more clustered about the centre.

This is the maximum mark for a particular question


Sticky Note
The facility factor for an item expresses the mean mark as a percentage of the maximum mark (Max. Mark) and is a measure of the accessibility of the item. If the mean mark obtained by candidates is close to the maximum mark, the facility factor will be close to 100 per cent and the item would be considered to be very accessible. If on the other hand the mean mark is low when compared with the maximum score, the facility factor will be small and the item considered less accessible to candidates.


Sticky Note
For each item the table shows the number (N) and percentage of candidates who attempted the question. When comparing items on this measure it is important to consider the order in which the items appear on the paper. If the total time available for a paper is limited, there is the possibility of some candidates running out of time. This may result in those items towards the end of the paper having a deflated figure on this measure. If the time allocated to the paper is not considered to be a significant factor, a low percentage may indicate issues of accessibility. Where candidates have a choice of question the statistics evidence candidate preferences, but will also be influenced by the teaching policy within centres.

A03 - There are quite a few significant errors (verb formation), but overall this essay is reasonably accurate.  Sentences are mostly well formed.
A04 - The main fault here is the lack of focus on the question.  Candidates need to read the question carefully, plan their answer in German, and once the essay is written, check that they have indeed answered the question set, not the one they would have preferred.

There is no penalty for writing fewer than 250 words, as quality is the most important aspect.  However this candidate might have scored higher if he/she had taken full advantage of the word allowance.



Although the question has two parts, it must be seen as one question - to what extent did Ariane love her mother.  The impression given by this essay is that the candidate has addressed the two parts separately. Although s/he makes some very good points they are not directly relevant.    



The candidate needs to illustrate the point about Ariane's love for her mother (e.g. giving examples) rather than just stating she loved her mother. 



These are interesting points, but need development (e.g. "Ariane symbolised consumerism" and the "Wende".  How? Why?)  If the points were developed however that might have meant a very long essay.  



This is another undeveloped point (Ariane's maturity vs. Alex's naivety).



The ending is inconclusive and abrupt.



A03 - Language is manipulated quite accurately, but use of sentences/spelling is at times poor which does impede communication. Lexis is good at times and the style generally appropriate.
A04 - The candidate clearly knows the film very well, but views expressed must be relevant to the question and supported with details/evidence and conclusions.












This is a fair, relevant start.



A comparison to Alex's relationship to his mother is valid, but not at this point in the essay.  It could have been a good footnote after a critique of Ariane's relationship .



The essay starts to drift off course here.







Quotes can be used to good effect to back up points. This one however is inaccurate and misplaced.



This sentence is too long and complicated.  The candidate would have been better advised to divide it up. 



The verb ending detracts  from the quotation.  It is also not clear why the quotation is used here.  It does not really tell us anything about the mother daughter relationship. Candidates sometimes seem to memorize quotations (which is commendable) but then go on to  use them unwisely.  Learning quotations by heart is not an end in itself in an essay like this.

A high scoring essay has to be focused on the question.  Technical information about camera shots was not asked for.



This final paragraph is an attempt to bring the essay back to the question, but feels a bit like an afterthought.  Some of the points it brings up could have been developed in the essay and then it may well have scored higher.



AO3 - Manipulation is generally accurate, although there are some significant errors too. Range of lexis and structures is reasonable although there are some errors.  Style and register are generally appropriate.
A04 - The candidate obviously knows the film well, but there is quite a bit of irrelevance.  Some points are also not clearly expressed.












Although marks are not awarded for writing a plan per se, higher scoring essays show signs of careful planning.  This plan is a bit chaotic, and mixed up (in German and English).  That may explain why the essay shares some of these features.



The candidate makes a fair point (the importance of the relationship) but does not support it.  In fact the essay pretty quickly drifts in a direction which is not indicated on the question paper.



This appears to be an essay about truth and lying in this section (cf. marking grid "relevant response")



There are some interesting ideas in this essay, but they are not relevant (and often expressed with a lack of clarity ) e.g. the director's view of German Reunification.  This candidate (as others) may have used the essay to write as much as they can about the film.  However to attain a good AO4 mark, it must be relevant.



Although marks are not awarded for writing a plan per se, higher scoring essays show signs of careful planning.  This plan is a bit chaotic, and mixed up (in German and English).  That may explain why the essay shares some of these features.







In this section there are more, interesting but not really relevant points.  There is scant reference to love at all (see the question)







Mention is made here of love but the point is undeveloped (cf. marking scheme "supporting evidence", and "valid conclusions").



A03 - This essay has a mixture of accurate manipulation of language with some significant errors (especially verb formation).  The range of vocabulary and structures is at times good but not always correctly used. The style is generally appropriate.
AO4 - The candidate clearly knows the film and has thought a lot about it, but the essay is often irrelevant to the question set.  After completing an essay it pays to check work thoroughly and for a good A04 mark the candidate must ask him/herself if they have answered the question set.  Although points are made and developed, they often lack relevance and therefore cannot attract marks (see marking grid)

This is a focused start.  The candidate gives an opinion, makes a general point and then develops it below.



This is quite a good concluding comment to the paragraph.



This is also a good point and is supported with "evidence" and "a valid conclusion" (see marking grid) in the next sentences.



Certain goods were in short supply, but that does not mean that there was rarely anything.  Candidates should take care about such generalizations, especially as this is not what the film showed us.







This links the essay back to the first paragraph, by using similar language. The final short paragraph rounds the essay off neatly.



A03 - The candidate accurately manipulates the language with a few errors.  The range of lexis and structures is good, and mostly very successful.  Style and register is appropriate.
A04 - This is a detailed critical essay, which is well supported by evidence.  Points of view are developed and justified quite well. It is entirely relevant.

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Initially this looked like a very long essay. However on closer inspection this first section (which did not address the question) was perhaps a "warm up" section.  When candidates do such preparatory work, it is advisable to score out what is not to be taken into consideration (and perhaps to label it as such)



Work which is not part of the essay itself should be clearly scored out and/or labeled.  This "irrelevant" section was scored out by the examiner.







This is a good way to focus any critical  essay.  With a 250 word "limit", the essay needs to be focused from the start.  
Of course it is not enough just to say whether one agrees or not without backing this up.  This essay quickly and efficiently backs up the opinion.

Initially this looked like a very long essay. However on closer inspection this first section (which did not address the question) was perhaps a "warm up" section. This is a fair attempt at a conclusion but it is a bit oblique.  The essay has by this point drifted slightly.  To attain an even better mark, the candidate would have been advised to reread the question.  An essay plan is a good way to keep an essay focused.  There is no sign of one here.



Overall this is a very good, high scoring essay.  Regarding AO3, the language is manipulated accurately with only minor errors, the range is good and the style appropriate.
There are comments above on AO4.  However it needs to be added that the focus was a little narrow at times.
