Unit 4. Image manipulation. Selecting and structuring images to create meaning.

Objectives;

· To introduce the concepts of preferred and polysemic readings.

·  To introduce the concepts and effects of anchorage and cropping to create or change meaning. 

· To give examples of a range of readings for one image using text to anchor the meaning.

· To give examples of a range of readings for one image using cropping.

· To give students opportunity to discuss and view different interpretations of an image by changing captions in an interactive activity.
Guidance for using interactive activity. 
This activity is designed to illustrate how changing the caption  for  a picture can alter its meaning. Students have a choice of captions with which  to anchor the meaning of the images on the left of the  slide. By positioning an arrow to link an image to a chosen  text box they can see how the meaning is altered and should discuss the new meaning created.
