                              The Munich Putsch

Aims and Objectives:
To find out why Hitler and the Nazis chose 1923 to try and stage a putsch. To assess how successful the Munich Putsch was and how it affected the Nazi Party.

4. Card sorting exercise 
This is based upon the causes of the putsch, the event and consequences.
5. Worksheet/Information Sheet
This describes the Kapp Putsch and gives information upon the Freikorps to aid pupil knowledge of this period and of the nature of paramilitary groups within Germany.
ISM:
Internet Links have been provided so that a map of Germany can be displayed and Munich found. A range of written sources have been provided which could also act as ISM – for e.g. the first source describes the march into Munich. 

Activity One:
Read through the first page of the worksheet in order to gain an understanding of the foundation of the Nazi Party and Hitler’s involvement with it. The second page of the worksheet puts the putsch into context by looking at/recapping upon the economic situation within Germany by 1923. Pupils should gain a greater understanding of Hitler’s reasons for choosing staging a putsch at this time.
Activity Two:
The Powerpoint enables the teacher to display the sources on a whiteboard so that areas of the source can be highlighted for discussion and relevant facts (in line with the questions set) also highlighted and noted.  The events and aftermath of the putsch are explored using these sources and the worksheets. The questions provided and recap activity should help students to evaluate the successes and failures of the putsch through class discussion and evaluation of the evidence (including the source sheet) provided.
Plenary:
Either the completion of the successes and failures table using class discussion, or a Game of ‘splat!’ . This is based on key words from the last 3 lessons. Two pupils can stand either side of the whiteboard. The teacher will read out a description of the word. The first pupil to splat the correct word is the winner!

Possible homework:
An extended response based upon a possible examination question – provided on the Powerpoint. 
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
