The Wall Street Crash, 1929
Bankrupt – To be financially ruined

Coalition – An alliance, usually between political parties
Communism – A belief that people should own everything in common with the State directing the economy and looking after your needs

Crash (Wall Street Crash) – A sudden collapse or downfall, such as the sudden decline in the value of shares on the New York Stock Exchange in 1929

Democracy – Decisions are made by an elected government chosen by the people. Individual people’s rights are protected
Depression (economic) – A low state of trade when many people have little money to live on
Dictatorship – A one party state. One person leads that party and is the absolute ruler of the state
Loan – Borrowed money. This money is paid back with interest
Shanty (‘shanty town’) – A temporary, very basic, place to live
