2. Use the internet to find three pieces of evidence to back up your opinion (a list of useful websites is provided)
3. Find three pieces of evidence that disputes the opposite opinion.
4. Give the reasons that you have come to your final opinion.

Hints and Tips for Creating a PowerPoint Presentation

Plan what you want to go on each slide (you could then delegate slides to your group members) you should aim for at least six slides.
· Use a simple font e.g. Arial or Verdana and stick to it.
· Use a minimum size font of 18.
· Do not put too much information on each slide.
· Concentrate on the slides’ content before you put in effects.
