 Lesson 2
Stimulus: JB Morgan’s pen and ink (without surrounding text)

(Following discussions on Shakespeare’s ‘Seven Ages’)

Introducing/ developing presentations in Body language, how Centering depicts age and status.

        Warm up: pupils to walk in one end of the studio to another: ask them to adopt different attitudes such as walking sadly, angrily etc.

        Now explain centering- ie: small children often open, often shy etc, young adults walk tall; posture strong and self assertive, older people beginning to stoop until very old age. 

        Repeat exercise of walking from one end of studio to another, attempting to present ‘age’

        Other pupils could feed back.

        Introduce image JB Morgan’s Pen and Ink. Discussions.

          What is represented?

        Zoom on different people in image. How do pupils know their age? What does the drawing tell them?

        Explain that it is different generations of a family- or representations of different generations in a close community.

        Have pupils replicate drawing in Freeze Frame, Hot Seating (questioning each of the characters on thoughts/ feelings/ backgrounds etc) could be used here, in addition to Conscience Alley

Lesson covers body language (Semiotics), representation of character, Hot Seating, character development and using stimulus material.
