Human experience and issues – Why people believe in God?

	Objective(s)

Outcome
	· To examine the different beliefs people hold.
· To know and understand the different reasons of why people believe in God.

· Pupils should express what they believe and give reasons why.
· Explain the concepts, God, faith, doubt, agnosticism, atheism 
· Be able to identify what a person’s belief is.
· Be able to state at least 2 reasons why a person believes in God.


	Suggested sequence of activities


	To introduce the lesson, teacher should show objective and learning outcomes on board. Discuss with pupils.
[Teacher should make clear to pupils that the learning outcomes will be assessed through peer assessment.

1. Concept maps – faith, doubt, atheism, agnosticism
Pupil concept maps
( Teacher can choose appropriate ordering of introducing these concepts to the lesson as they are 4 identical activities)
Teacher can show just the image / picture first to encourage pupils to work out what the concept is.

Give out paper activity after discussion or the teacher can give out first. The concept title can be deleted to encourage pupils to work out name of concept and ideas of the meaning.

Using whiteboard teacher should write pupil ideas onto post it notes and then press the reveal button to check and compare ideas
Pupils should add any additional notes if necessary.

2. Beliefs -Who Said What?
This activity is help pupils to recognise and identify what different people believe. Pupils listen to the audio of 4 different people speaking about what they believe. The 4 people are 1] A Christian, 2] A Muslim, 3] An atheist and 4] An agnostic.
Text can be read from the board. There is a play and pause function.

Pupils have to drag the text to the image / belief which they think it matches.

3.What do people believe?- Value line
Pupils click on the image and a statement will appear. The idea of the activity is to promote discussion and decision making as to where on the value line to place the statement.
4. Odd one out – Belief in God
Pupil paper activity- odd one out

Use this activity to encourage pupils to figure out reasons why people believe in God. The Teacher should decide on how many clues to give the pupils i.e. If it is a top set no information at first could be given.

The images can be displayed on the whiteboard as well as the pupils having their own individual copy of the activity. 

Encourage the pupils to think alone at first and then to share ideas with a partner or small group.

Ask pupils to write ideas on the board and share with the rest of the class to aid discussion.
