

How can written notes help the examiner (and you)?
Ask yourself these questions and think things through to help get your thoughts down on paper. 
The idea:

· Is it good enough and have I taken it as far as possible before deciding what to make/do? 

· Have I explored all the possibilities of a material or technique to its fullest? 

· Have I considered the scale? 

· Have I looked at how other people work?
You usually learn more when you are looking for alternative ways of doing things and from your mistakes. So don't worry if things go wrong because this is a good learning experience - just remember to write everything down. In the planning and reviewing stages, ask yourself what is the worst thing that can happen if things don't go as expected. Again, ask yourself some questions and write down your responses:
· Is the finish good enough? 

· Can I improve it? 

· Would another material/technique be more suitable? If yes, what material/technique would work and why? 

· What went well? Why did it go well? 

· If I was to do this again, would I do it differently? 

· How, what, why, when would I do it differently? 

· Which idea seems to have the most room for development, and am I interested in it?
