Forms of critical writing
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	Biography
	A book written by an author about a specific artist.

	Survey
	General writing about a period, style or movement without very much formal analysis.

	Critical Essays
	The author will usually argue a specific point.  They can be short, to the point and easy to read.  See work by Robert Hughes in the book ‘Shock of the New’.

	Reviews
	Usually published in magazines and newspapers.  This is the most critical form of writing about exhibitions and specific artists.  See ‘The Guardian’ or the ‘Sunday Times’.
