Use the web to gather relevant and useful information on the theme or task.





Create PowerPoint presentations on your own work or that of the artist.





Experiment with digital software to develop your work further, e.g. Photoshop, Photostory, Movie Maker. 











Research


Investigate the work of relevant artists, e.g. 3 artists from various periods and different styles. Compare and contrast them. Take your own photographs on the theme and present them in an interesting way. 





Collect interesting materials and objects which inspire you on the theme. 











Personal Response


Your work should reflect and draw out the personal association you feel with the theme or task. E.g. if you are studying the environment, conduct research into you local environment, your bedroom, your home or your local village.

Sketching


Make sketches of objects relevant to your themes, using various methods and techniques, e.g sketching with careful observation, using your left/right hand, a tactile sketch without looking, a slow/fast sketch.

Create sketches using pencils, graphite, ball-point etc.

Consider colours and textures relevant to the theme
