Dresden has a bad image throughout Germany and internationally because of its weekly
xenophobic marches. For almost two years now, every Monday, a group calling itself Patriotic
Europeans Against the “Islamization” of the West (Pegida) has mobilized sometimes several
thousands of people. The group intends to march this week, too, and, like every Monday, on
the Day of German Unity.

Last Monday's bomb attacks in Dresden made clear just how explosive the situation has
become. The targets were a mosque and the convention centre. The perpetrators and their
motives are still unknown, but xenophobia has not been ruled out.
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
